Players without a WTA/ATP ranking or ITF World Tennis ranking of 1500 or better will be ordered
according to ITF World Tennis Number (followed by LTA Open ranking where the same WTN) at the
time of sign in.

A player may request to use a protected WTA/ATP ranking for acceptance only (this request must
be made when signing in).

The final two players from each of the men's and women's events will be guaranteed wild cards into
the Wimbledon Qualifying competition.

OFF COURT
COACHING

court

« Verbal coaching may consist of a few words and/or short phrases (no
conversations are permitted)

* Non-verbal coaching (hand signals) is permitted
