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Urgent for all Adult Team Captains – 5/10/11
Men’s Captains.
Although we had beautiful weather for the first Men's match last weekend very few results have been entered onto the British Tournament website so far, and few players names and BTM's have been loaded onto individual clubs team roster:

Captains of both losing and winning teams last week-end should now check the match they played to make sure their team players names and BTM's have been entered both onto the clubs roster under the ADD NEW PLAYER Tab and/or via the ENTER RUBBER RESULTS tab for each match.  Just entering the match score is insufficient.  For a match to count in the league we need the players name entered for each rubber and the game score, in the 'ENTER RUBBER RESULTS' tab.   For match scores to count the 'unknown player ' entered in the rubber result will not be accepted for team scores and that team will forfeit their scores. Every player must have a BTM.  Both winning and losing Captains should check for names and scores and adjust accordingly.

Once a particular players name and BTM have been entered on the club's roster, then added to the team roster no further addition is required for the rest of the season.

And remember you can cut and paste the number onto the British Tennis website box before adding their names.
Scores
We have had teething problems with the points scores for 2-2 matches.  Continue to enter all names and rubber scores in the rubber result tab and then in the Shootout Winner box scroll down to “Not played – Match abandoned” then verify.
Also the point scores for the clear wins and draw wins will be adjusted by us as soon as possible.

Ladies and Mixed Captains
We would advise all captains to familiarise themselves with the site as soon as possible and start entering their players names and BTM's under the ADD NEW player tab in the PLAYERS section for each club. This will save time and confusion trying to enter results on match day or if a player has forgotten their BTM's when filling out a card on match day.

Remember the cards are only an aid for the club captains to enter the results on line, they are not to be returned to the tournament organiser or the county office.
