SCOTTISH SECONDARY SCHOOLS TENNIS TEAM CHAMPIONSHIPS 

Conditions of Entry 2011/12
1. The Championship is sanctioned by Tennis Scotland and will be conducted under the current Rules of Tennis Scotland, the Scottish Secondary Schools Team Tennis Championships Rules, The Rules of Tennis, The Regulations for the Management of Tennis Tournaments and the LTA Code of Conduct.

2. Entries must be submitted online by Friday 9th September 2011

3. The draw will be conducted in accordance with the said Regulations and will take place at the Tennis Scotland offices, 177 Colinton Road, Edinburgh, EH14 1BZ, soon thereafter.

4. Schools must be registered (free) or hold membership with Schools Tennis:

5. Tennis Scotland reserves the power:-

a) To refuse any entry without assigning a reason to modify the programme as may be necessary.

b) To alter the conditions and the programme at any time in any way it thinks proper.

6. Players MUST be bona fide pupils of the Secondary School and must be on the school register.

7. Players MUST also be British Tennis Members (free) and have a rating:

8. There will be a separate boys and girls competition.  Schools will be grouped into regional round robins to compete against other local schools in the preliminary stages of the competition.  These round robin fixtures should be played between September 2011 and 30th March 2012.  The winning school from each regional round robin group will then progress to a knock-out competition that will take place between April and June 2012.  The finals will be held on Thursday 14th June 2012 (venue TBC).  Some schools that finish second in their round robin group may also progress through to the knock-out stage depending on the number of winning teams.

9. Teams should consist of four pupils, who shall be arranged in playing strength 1 to 4 (i.e. in rating order).  Each player will play a singles match against their opposite number and one doubles match.  Each match will consist of two tie break sets and a championship tie break to 10 points for the 3rd set.  In the first two sets a tie break shall operate at 6-6, whilst the third set shall be determined by one match tie break (up to 10 points).
10. The outcome of the tie shall be determined by the total number of individual matches won.  In the event that the total number of matches should be 3-3 then a doubles match tie break to 10 points should be played to determine the winning team.  The doubles pair must consist of one player from each of the original doubles pairings.

11. A team does not have to play the same team throughout the competition, however in any fixture the same team must be used in all matches to be played except in cases of injury or illness.

12. The Scottish Secondary Schools Tennis Team Championship shields shall be retained by the winning School and returned to Tennis Scotland no less than thirty days prior to the commencement of the next succeeding championship.

13. Schools without tennis facilities are still encouraged to enter by linking up with their local tennis club.  If you need help with this please contact your local Tennis Development Manager.
14. All complaints in connection with the Championships should be made in writing and lodged with the Tennis Scotland Competitions Manager, John Stevenson (john.stevenson@tennisscotland.org) within 48 hours of the occurrence of the cause of complaint.  No application for leave to appeal against any decision can be entertained unless made in writing and lodged with Tennis Scotland within 10 days after receipt of such decision by the complainant.
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
