RULES AND CONDITIONS - PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

1. The Tournament is a Grade 6 event sanctioned by the LTA and will be conducted under the ITF Rules of Tennis and LTA regulations, including the code of conduct. 

2. The competition is open to players who are 

· in years 7 – 13 from September 2011
· attend school within Suffolk or live in Suffolk
· have a British Tennis rating between 8.1 and 10.2 after 20th September 2011 (if you do not have a British Tennis membership number, this is obtainable free by going online www.lta.org.uk/britishmembership or tel 0845 873 7202). 

The SSTA reserves the right to refuse any entry without giving a reason.

3. You may enter to play in either both series or choose which series you wish to enter.  Please indicate on your entry form. The standard entry fee is £6. There is no reduction for only entering one series. By entering you make a commitment to organise and play matches.
4. Throughout the competition, information is circulated by the referee or her assistant via email only to all players and all players/parents must meet the deadlines for playing matches and submitting results so that the competition can run effectively. Any person not meeting the required deadlines or failing to enter into the spirit of the event may be removed from the competition at the referee’s discretion.

5. Format 
The competition will comprise 2 series of matches. The 1st series will run from 24th September – 
11th December and the 2nd series from 31st December to 17th March. 
Players are organised into groups of 4 (or 5) according to their age and standard (rating) and account is taken as far as possible of distance to travel. Each player will have at least one home and one away match each series. Suffolk is a large county and you may be required to travel to any part of the county. Players will have 3 or at the most 4 matches to arrange over each series.
Details of the groups, matches to be played and results card will be sent by email only to all competitors. It is the responsibility of both players to arrange the match.  Players will be designated home or away. The Home player is responsible for booking the court, and providing 4 good balls  with the manufacturers name still clearly on.  Any indoor court fees should be agreed and shared.  Matches should be played in Suffolk. Players residing outside Suffolk must play in Suffolk if an alternative out of county venue cannot be agreed with their opponent.
Matches are the best of 3 set matches tie-break at 6-6 in the first 2 sets with a championship/match tie-break to 10 by 2 clear points for the final set.   At the end of the first series, the groups of players will be rearranged to group players for the second series. This will take account of results, a player’s rating and the intention of trying to arrange matches against different opponents and will be at the referee’s discretion.
All results must be submitted to the referee by the designated date at the end of each series. Non-receipt may result in a player being withdrawn from the next series.
6. All results will be submitted by the referee to the LTA. Matches played in both series will be included within the end of season winter ratings run. 
7. Prizes will be awarded at the end.

8. By entering this tournament the player and parent/guardian consent to the following:

1. British Tennis Membership record: I consent to the details provided on this entry form to be used to update the British Tennis Membership record of the person identified.
2. Data Usage Statement: I consent to the LTA and/or LTA Sanction Tournament Organisers, from my geographical area, using the details provided on the entry form to communicate information about this and future tournaments, in my geographical area, via post/email or SMS. I also consent to my contact details (telephone contact number, email address and general home location details) being circulated to other players who have entered the competition for the purpose of arranging matches.
