After overcoming adversity James found tennis at 14 at Swansea Tennis
and Squash Club, despite being a complete beginner his enthusiasm was
evident from the start, and by the age of 15 was volunteering as a hitter,
and at 17, becoming the club’s youngest-ever team captain, leading his
team to promotion.  Since then, his impact has only grown, and launched a
thriving men’s night attracting over 30 participants. James has completed
his LTA Assistant qualification and is a valued member of the club’s
coaching team. Completing over 200 hours of on-court volunteering, he
has supported competitions, club championships, and countless events.
James is an achiever in every sense, from total beginner to a rising player,
he is now on track to compete in Premier 3 tennis next summer. Alongside
his progress on court, he is studying at Swansea University, where he plays
an active role on the tennis committee, and with ambitions to complete his
LTA Instructor qualification and to step into a senior leadership role over
the next year. James is a credit to the club and to himself. His journey from
shy beginner to leader, volunteer, coach, and role model is nothing short of
inspiring.

Rhiannon’s work has not
only helped to attract more female players but has also helped to retain
them.  She serves as a House Captain at internal junior competitions, and is
a dedicated member of the club’s leadership programme.  Rhiannon
recently took part in the club’s Hit to Wimbledon fundraiser raising £613, by
rallying the equivalent distance of 260 miles with her fellow leaders.
Rhiannon’s commitment to tennis and her club is exceptional.

OUTSTANDING PLAYER PROGRESS 

James made excellent progress in 2025 in his first full year on the
professional ATP circuit. He climbed an impressive 327 places to achieve
a career high singles ATP World Ranking of 455 and moved up 431 places
to reach world number 370 in doubles. This is attributed to his success
across a range of ATP and ITF Tour events. Highlights of James’ year
included competing in his first Grand Slam ATP event – The
Championships Wimbledon and winning the highest level singles title
(M25) of his professional career. James has progressed from having to
qualify for M25 ITF events to regularly being seeded in them, and playing
in some ATP Challenger Tour level events. He has already had some
success at this level having qualified for his first singles main draw and
reached the semi-finals in doubles.

Evie made excellent progress in 2025 in terms of both results and
performances. She had multiple successes at Tennis Europe events
across the year including three singles titles and one doubles title. Evie
also became U12 Girls' Doubles Champion at the British Junior Nationals
in Nottingham. These performances, plus others, resulted in her reaching
the British number one ranking spot for U12 Girls. In addition to the
results, there was plenty of hard work on the training court too, where she
looked to develop her game in readiness for the U14 age-group.

Fletcher achieved a lot on the match court in 2025 and he also
continued to develop his game for the future with the help of his
coaches. Despite still being an Under 10 player, Fletcher competed at
Under 11 and Under 12 to ensure that he could test himself and learn from
every event he played. Although competing in older age-groups he was
still able to represent GB at U11, reach the final of an U12 Tennis Europe
singles event, win an U11 international doubles event in France, and reach
the final of the U11 British National Championships. He continues to show
passion and commitment to his tennis and has an exciting future ahead
of him.

OLIVER PAGE
Ollie had a year to remember with plenty to celebrate on the court. He
was part of the U18 Junior Four Nations team which won their age-group,
part of the U18 South Wales Boys' team who were promoted to Division 1
for the first time, and part of the Ewell Castle school team which won the
National Schools Finals for the first time. On an individual level he
improved his junior ITF world ranking by nearly 1400 places, won 4
international junior titles, and won 3 national level titles including his first
title at a Men's British Tour. These achievements are testament to his hard
work and determination to develop and improve.



Mimi Xu had an outstanding year in 2025 and her most successful to
date. She deservedly rose up through the WTA singles rankings from
number 506 to 234 which is a career high. Mimi became the first Welsh
singles player to compete in the singles main draw of Wimbledon for 20
years when she was awarded a wildcard into the event and took her
place on Court One in the 1st round against Emma Raducanu. She went
on to play in the junior event at Wimbledon too where she reached the
semi-final stage. Mimi continued to make good progress in the second
half of the year and came back to Wales to compete in October where
she won the singles and the doubles at the Lexus Wrexham Open - her
highest level tournament victory to date. Beyond the clear progress she
has made on the court, Mimi continues to shine off it too and she is a
fantastic role model for our other Welsh tennis players in so many ways. 

Tiarnan grew up in South Wales where he started playing and then
coaching at Cardiff Lawn Tennis Club. Tiarnan’s dedication, work ethic,
and skill in his current coaching role at Bath University supported several
players to rise up the ATP and WTA rankings in 2025. One of the players
Tiarnan coached, Giles Hussey, was selected for Davis Cup and another,
Toby Samuel,  won a silver medal at the World University Games held in
Berlin. Tiarnan also coached Wales's number one male player, James Story,
who had an excellent year which included winning his first M25 ITF singles
title and reaching a career high ATP ranking of 455. Under Tiarnan's
guidance, James also won his way through the Wimbledon Wild Card Play-
off event beating some top British players on his way to earning a place in
the Wimbledon Qualifying stages for the first time. In addition to these
achievements, Tiarnan has continued with his own professional
development, gaining his LTA Level 4 coaching qualification earlier in the
year.

Louie Harris from Cardiff is the Men’s Welsh No.1 and GB No.3.  Louie
started his Padel journey in Marbella in 2015, with his passion for the sport
becoming evident.  Louie achieved an International Padel Federation
career high ranking of 308 in 2025, and most recently won the British
National Padel Championships in Bristol, with his partner Alex Loughlan.  
Louie claimed his first LTA Padel British Tour Grade 1 title of 2025 at the
Adidas HOP Pro London, followed by the LTA Grade 2 in Stratford.  Louie
also achieved silver at three Grade 1's throughout the year, and has
regularly competed for South Wales at County Championships.  Louie is
Wales’ top padel player and an excellent ambassador for Wales in a
rapidly growing sport.

A level 4 Official, Charlotte has transformed the South Wales
Competition Landscape, and with the support of Tennis Squad she
consistently and professionally organises Graded Competitions,
Matchplay events and in-house club events every weekend without fail,
giving both established and newer players of the game the opportunity to
compete in a welcoming, well organised, safe and fun environment.  
Charlotte ran the Llantrisant Junior Tournament which saw over 50 new
players compete (some for the very first time), receiving excellent
feedback from parents, and the Shrewsbury v South Wales wheelchair
club event despite having no previous experience of wheelchair tennis.
Charlotte is described as a truly inspirational, welcoming and thoughtful
individual, who is continuingly developing her own personal development
in both tennis and padel, for the benefit of others.

The Lexus Wrexham Open was the highest profile tennis tournament in
women's tennis to be staged in the UK in 2025, outside of the grass court
season. Following 17 successful years at the Shrewsbury Club, the ITF
Women's World Tour 100 tournament seamlessly moved across the border
to the newly refurbished Wrexham Tennis and Padel Centre in October
2025. 
 
The event was overseen and delivered by the Mosaic Group in partnership
with the LTA and Tennis Wales, along with a dedicated 'local tournament
team' involving centre staff, Active Wrexham and volunteers from the
tennis community, who oversaw all elements of organisation, including the
transformation of the indoor tennis hall into a spectator arena worthy of
national broadcast; preparing daily activation events, links with the local
community, schools, local authority and emergency services. The delivery
team enthusiastically welcomed hundreds of visitors to the event, giving
an excellent experience to all. 
 
With Mimi Xu, winning both the singles and doubles titles, wide spread
media coverage and record breaking ticket sales the event was a
resounding success. A result of the superb partnership between the
Mosaic Group, the LTA, Tennis Wales, Wrexham Council, Welsh
Government and the Wrexham Tennis & Padel Centre team.

TENNIS OPENED UP *

The Chinese in Wales Association is a charitable organisation which aims
to deliver services that make a positive difference to the lives of Chinese
residents in Wales. Inspired by her own lived experience, Weixin Liu,
through her work with the Association and also in her own spare time has
worked tirelessly to run tennis sessions in Swansea for people of all ages,
overcoming isolation and improving wellbeing, despite never even holding
a racket herself before 2024.  Achieving her Level 1 qualification, Weixin
organises weekly adult and youth classes with over 30 players, and works
closely with Tennis Wales and local coaches to ensure that sessions are
delivered in a way that feels culturally safe and socially inclusive. The
project has helped to break  down cultural and generational barriers,
helped under-represented communities see tennis as a sport or possible
career opportunity, and in doing so, it has increased engagement,
improved wellbeing, and strengthened social ties across Swansea.
Weixin’s leadership and passion, and the support of the Chinese in Wales
Association have transformed lives through tennis.

THE SHORTLIST.....

CHINESE IN WALES ASSOCIATION - WEIXIN LIU

Set up by Esta MacInnes in 2025 following a personal negative
experience and with support from the Tennis Wales Tie Break Fund, ‘Love
All’ creates an environment that encourages women and girls to continue
participating in sport at University no matter their level. With all equipment
provided, sessions are Non-Binary and LGBT+ inclusive, providing a free of
charge, welcoming and safe environment for all members of the
community. Love All has been massively successful in 2025, with 10-20
people attending regularly each week. The impact on players mental and
physical wellbeing has been inspiring, and with its success and growth in
2025 so far is expected to continue throughout 2026.

LOVE ALL

The club has reduced barriers to wheelchair tennis in a variety of ways,
including the launch of the “Borrow a Chair” scheme. The scheme helps to
provide free sport-specific wheelchairs to tennis and other players who
may not have access to one, and offers affordable coaching making
participation accessible for those on limited incomes. Providing an
essential social and community outlet, with tennis often being members’
only weekly activity, the club also support members’ participation in
competitions such as the Cymru National Championships and Club v Club
events. Run entirely by its members, the club is one of the few standalone
wheelchair tennis clubs in the country, with participation levels having
grown significantly attracting players from across Wales and beyond.
Targeted promotion has increased female levels from one regular player
to six, and supported four juniors transitioning into adult competition. The
club feeds players into the Tennis Wales Wheelchair Performance
Programme and provides inclusive competitive opportunities through its
annual singles and newly introduced doubles tournaments.

SOUTH WALES WHEELCHAIR CLUB



Swansea University Tennis Society has been awarded University of the Year
for its exceptional growth, logistical excellence, strength of partnerships
with local club and park sites, accessibility, and impact made to players
despite not having any tennis courts of their own. The society delivers one
of the most comprehensive and inclusive university tennis programmes in
Wales, including; 3 Men’s and 2 Ladies BUCS teams, Men’s and Ladies’
Tennis Wales Winter League teams (new to 2025), weekly social sessions
attracting over 95 players, team training sessions at Swansea Tennis Centre
and David Lloyd Swansea, new Diva Doubles sessions (dedicated girls-only
session) at Cwmdonkin Park, and a wide range of internal competitions
across all sites. The University has created one of the most vibrant and
inclusive student tennis communities in Wales. Their reach, professionalism
and positive impact continue to grow each year, providing opportunities for
players of all levels—beginners, returners, social players and aspiring
competitors.

SWANSEA UNIVERSITY TENNIS SOCIETY
UNIVERSITY OF THE YEAR *

2025 has been a very successful year for Ysgol Gyfun Gymraeg Glantaf,
with three of their teams qualifying for the South Wales Division 1 Finals
(Year 7/8 Girls and Year 9/10 Girls and Boys), and 2 of these teams (Year
7/8 and 9/10 Girls) winning the event and progressing to the LTA Regional
Group Stage, competing against the very best schools in the South West.
Creating a strong link with Whitchurch Tennis Club over recent years has
provided the school with excellent facilities for their students, hosting up to
50 pupils each week in the Summer for training sessions and matches. This
relationship has been a valuable resource for the school, to ensure that
they are able to play regularly at a high level, and many of the pupils have
subsequently become members of the Club to develop their love for the
game even further. The School have also linked with Tennis Wales to make
use of the recently updated park courts at Hailey Park to provide much
sought after tennis sessions. The success of the school, demonstrates the
importance of building relationships in the local community to support the
needs of their pupils.

YSGOL GYFUN GYMRAEG GLANTAF
SCHOOL OF THE YEAR *

Corwen Sports Pavilion has transformed from having no playable courts
into a thriving, inclusive tennis hub, demonstrating the power of community,
leadership, partnerships, and investment in a rural area.  Following severe
flooding, the club was rebuilt from scratch, with new governance, LTA
affiliation, and major funding secured through the Shared Prosperity Fund
and the LTA Parks Project. Refurbished courts opened in summer 2024 and
immediately drove increased participation, supported by modern booking
systems and initiatives such as Free Park Tennis. The revival has been
strongly community-led, with support from Tennis Wales, the LTA, Sport
Wales, Sported, Corwen Town Council, and local volunteers. The courts
have become a central, welcoming sports space for families, young people,
and returning players. A floodlighting project, funded by the Clocaenog
Wind Farm Fund and designed with environmental sustainability in mind,
has enabled safe, year-round play, strengthening community cohesion.

Wrexham Club Ladies team have won Division 1 of the Chester and District
Summer Tennis League for the last three consecutive seasons. This
achievement is made all the more deserved as the club only entered the
team into this league for the 2021 season. As newcomers to the league in
2021, the team started in Division 3, which they won and have been
promoted each year since until they reached Division 1 in 2023. The team
went on to win Division 1 comfortably in 2023, 2024 and once again in
2025 against extremely competitive teams. As a result of winning the
division in 2025, the team have been invited to compete at the Cheshire
Tennis League Champions League Finals. The playing standard of the
team throughout the 2025 season has been simply outstanding, with the
continued results speaking for themselves.

Naseeha Youth Project is a youth-led community initiative using sport and
youth activities to promote environmental responsibility and healthy
lifestyles. In 2025, the project, a recognised LTA SERVES group
embedded sustainability into all its work through energy-efficient venues,
sustainable travel initiatives like walking, cycling and car-sharing, and
strong youth leadership. The project prioritises waste reduction with
reusable bottles, recycling stations, local food sourcing, and durable, low-
packaging equipment. Naseeha Youth Project also leads youth-driven
environmental action through park clean-ups, planting projects, and
nature activities that improve local green spaces and biodiversity. By
working closely with young ambassadors, families, local businesses, and
community partners, Naseeha Youth Project has become a model for
grassroots environmental action, creating lasting positive impact on both
the community and the environment.

As Chairman of Cardiff Lawn Tennis Club, and a long serving volunteer
Graham has been shortlisted in recognition of his tireless dedication,
inclusive leadership, and transformative impact on the club. Graham has
led major developments, including the installation of seven artificial clay
courts with LED lighting, significantly increasing participation, accessibility,
and year-round play. He has successfully guided the club through financial
challenges, managing grants, finances, coaching support, and
tournaments with professionalism and commitment. A key strength of his
leadership is his unwavering commitment to inclusion and diversity,
ensuring tennis is accessible to people of all ages, abilities, and
backgrounds. This is reflected in the club’s diverse committee and vibrant
membership. Through progressive initiatives, strong team support, and
community-focused programmes, he has grown participation, celebrated
competitive success, and welcomed 61 new members in the past year
alone. His steady leadership has built a thriving, welcoming and inclusive
tennis community and fostered a strong sense of belonging for all.

THE SHORTLIST.....

Kim volunteered on the Board of Trustees at Wrexham Tennis and Padel
Centre at a critical time when it faced potential closure. She later became
Chair and, alongside other volunteers, led a major turnaround. By
mobilising volunteers to cover essential roles, Kim helped keep the centre
open, stabilise finances, recover fees, and manage operations during a
challenging refurbishment period. Through strong leadership, transparency,
and improved governance, she created a welcoming, positive environment
and placed the centre on a path to growth. She guided the centre through
a £2 million refurbishment, finding creative ways to remain open and
inclusive despite disruptions. Under her leadership, new padel courts
opened, programmes expanded, staff were recruited, and confidence  
restored. The centre now enjoys growing participation, and the ability to
host major events, including the very successful Lexus Wrexham Open. Kim
has recruited new trustees, gained her LTA Assistant qualification,
volunteers regularly on the youth programme, ensuring the centre’s long-
term success.

When Sarah joined Llandybie Tennis Club, it was close to collapse, with low
membership, struggling teams, deteriorating courts, and a risk of folding
after more than 100 years. She became the driving force behind a
remarkable turnaround, bringing energy, leadership, and organisation both
on and off the court. She took on key committee roles, modernised
administration through ClubSpark, launched a new website, revitalised
social media, improved communications and visibility within the community.
As a player, captain, and enthusiastic supporter of coaching and social
tennis, she helped create a welcoming, positive club culture. In 2025,
Sarah also led major events, including the first Club Championships in over
a decade, successful open days, presentation evenings, and charity
fundraisers raising over £10,000. She strongly championed structured
coaching, establishing a thriving programme with over 100 junior players
and strong adult participation. Today, the club has over 150 members, new
courts, thriving teams, and a vibrant community atmosphere.

The Swansea Tennis and Squash Club coaching programme, led by David,
supports over 350 players across 35 group sessions. Adult participation
exceeds 150 players and has contributed to major competitive success,
with 8 club teams gaining promotion in the South Wales Leagues. Social
tennis continues to grow and provide access into club membership, which
is now over 600. The junior programme delivers high-quality coaching,
producing national and county-level players, and multiple players
progressing into regional performance programmes. David runs a wide
range of competitive and fun events, such as Road to Wimbledon, local
tours, and themed competitions that introduce juniors to match play.
Workforce development is a key focus for David, with junior players
qualifying as tennis assistants and beyond. Beyond the club, he leads park
tennis programmes engaging hundreds of new players, supports university
tennis with over 100 students weekly, and has played a significant role in
growing Llandybie Tennis Club from 10 to 150 members. Through effective
use of social media, and outreach, David has driven sustained growth,
competitive success, and wider engagement in tennis across the region.

THE SHORTLIST.....

Jonathan has been the driving force behind Caerphilly Tennis Club for the
past decade, shaping it into an inclusive, vibrant, and community-focused
club. As Head Coach, he supports over 250 weekly participants across
junior, adult, home-educated, and disability programmes, including
specialist sensory tennis sessions for individuals with complex needs. His
inclusive ethos ensures tennis is accessible to all. He leads a wide range of
initiatives beyond coaching, including free sessions for teens, injury
recovery and long-term health, outreach to schools and deprived
communities, and community events that regularly attract large numbers of
participants. A cornerstone of his impact is mentoring 43 volunteer Tennis
Leaders. This year he completed a significant fundraising challenge to
install a publicly accessible defibrillator and continues to lead campaigns
promoting inclusion, mental health awareness, equality, and education.

Thomas has had a highly successful year on and off the court, highlighted
by being named Sport Pembrokeshire Coach of the Year in recognition of
his outstanding work at the club and in the wider community. He has built
strong links with schools and youth organisations, delivering tennis to
hundreds of children through school visits, holiday programmes, disability
tennis, and partnerships with youth clubs. Since joining the club, he has
grown the junior programme from 60 to over 137 players, introducing girls’
tennis and home education groups to widen access. He has strengthened
competitive opportunities by introducing the Pembrokeshire Junior League,
running local tournaments, and ensuring players in West Wales can
compete without the barrier of travel. Thomas places strong emphasis on
leadership development, running well-attended annual leaders’ courses
and supporting young volunteers, including one recognised as Sport
Pembrokeshire Young Volunteer of the Year. Alongside a thriving adult
coaching programme, his inclusive approach has made him a major asset
to both the club and the Pembrokeshire community.

Wales have always fought extremely hard at the annual Senior Four
Nations Events, and in May 2025, the Over 65 Ladies team took the glory
and won their age group at the event held at Wrexham Tennis and Padel
Centre. The team consisting of Ellinore Lightbody, Jenny Burrows, and
captained by Jane Allen, flew the flag for Wales, beating players from
England, Scotland and Ireland, thanks to their hard work, skill and
determination. As well as winning every county and national O65 match
played in 2025, Ellinore impressively won all 6 of her matches, including a
very competitive decisive doubles match against England with her
partner Jenny, and has been asked to play for Team GB in March. It has
always been a very difficult task for team Wales to win at the Senior Four
Nations event, however, the Over 65 Ladies team, did it in style in 2025.

THE SHORTLIST.....

The South Wales Under-18 Boys team made history in 2025 by winning
the Division 2 County Cup and becoming the first Welsh U18 team to
reach the Division 1 County Cup finals, placing them among the top four
counties in the UK. The team consisting of Niall Pickerd-Barua, Felix
Bockelmann-Evans, Sebastian Griffiths, Archie Gray, Evan Lendrum,
Oliver Page, Rundong Huang, Max Cichon and Simon Hegarty, have
achieved back-to-back promotions from Division 3 to Division 1. The boys
inspiring performance in 2025 saw them defeating Warwickshire,
Hertfordshire, and Cheshire in superb fashion. Their success as Group 2
Champions marks a historic first for Wales and is an outstanding
achievement in the competition’s history.

Wales’s U18 players took the top spot at the 2025 Junior Four Nations
event, after beating England, Scotland and Ireland, remaining
undefeated in their age group. As well taking the top spot, the team
consisting of Felix Bockelmann-Evans, Oliver Page, Archie Gray, Elizabeth
Evans, Awen Gwilym Davies and Gracie Hurley were superb role models
for the younger Welsh players taking part in terms of their effort and
professionalism on and off the court. They demonstrated immense
passion and pride representing their country and produced some of their
best tennis under pressure. All players worked incredibly well as a team,
rotating in and out of the singles and doubles line-ups on each day. Their
willingness to support others and share the workload meant that players
could stay as fresh as possible over a challenging three days.

THE SHORTLIST.....

In 2025 Haverfordwest Tennis Club celebrated its 90th anniversary with
record growth, surpassing 300 members for the first time in its history. An
inclusive and busy coaching programme has driven this success, engaging
136 juniors and expanding opportunities through girls’ tennis and home
education groups. The club remains deeply connected to the local
community through school and youth outreach via youth clubs, while
maintaining a strong competitive presence in summer and winter leagues
with six teams, including a junior team. Significant investment in 2 new
and 2 upgraded floodlights has enhanced year-round play. A vibrant
social scene, growing court usage, and a well-attended junior leaders
programme further strengthen the club, alongside notable recognition for
both a young volunteer and the club’s coach at the Sport Pembrokeshire
Awards. 

Despite its size with only 3 courts and being located in a village with only
4,000 people, Pen-y-fford Tennis Club has grown into a thriving
community club with over 250 members, thanks to the dedication of its
volunteers and coaches. Membership has nearly quadrupled, reflecting a
strong focus on inclusivity, enjoyment, and player development. The club
has shown outstanding community spirit through successful charity
fundraising events and continues to make tennis accessible to all ages and
abilities through initiatives such as their hugely popular Walking Tennis
sessions and beginner programme, which have welcomed a high
conversion into club membership. A strong welcoming and fun, social
tennis programme further unites members year-round, demonstrating the
club’s resilience, growth, and positive impact on the local community.
