| will ensure any messages | send to coaches, volunteers or other members of staff are about my
tennis activity and nothing else.

| understand that all my use of internet and social media is potentially visible to everyone in the
online world and that any issues involving my behaviour may be addressed by the Team Wales or
County Captain.

| will not give out any of my personal information such as name, age, address or telephone number
online, or that of anyone else.

| will not share my passwords with anyone else.

| will not arrange to meet someone that | have met online.

| understand that these rules are designed to keep me safe and if they are not followed my
parents/carers may be contacted.

| will avoid using my mobile, tablet or any device during activities or after the agreed bedtime
curfew as | understand that it will have an impact on my safety and my opportunity to learn and
achieve.

| know | can also contact Childline on 0800 11 11 if | have any worries about something I've seen or
experienced online.
