The Lexus Birmingham Open is for the first time opening the British summer of grass court tennis, as part
of a revamped calendar for 2025.

Tournament history 1982-2019, 2021-present (43rd edition in 2025).

First year as a WTA 125 event. Previously a WTA Tour event from 1982-2019 & 2021-2024.

Over the years, many greats of the game, from Billie Jean King and Martina Navratilova to Maria
Sharapova and Venus Williams, have graced the courts at the Edgbaston Priory Club.

Since the WTA 125 was formed in 2012, this is just the 4th event on grass at this level, after Gaiba, Italy
(2022, 2023, 2024).

There are 4 WTA 125 events on grass in 2025 — Birmingham, Gaiba (Italy), llkley, Newport (USA).
